A.R.M.Y. – how to establish the ARMY program in your local church.

What is the A.R.M.Y. program?

The A.R.M.Y. program was developed for those young and young at heart Christians above the age of 18, who have the desire and passion to work with our youth. A.R.M.Y. stands for Armed and Ready to Minister to Youth. This program is designed to prepare our young adults in the church to give back to the youth of the church by being positive mentors and role models. It will help them accomplish this by focusing on three areas: Studying the Word of God, Mentoring the youth, and Witnessing.
History and background
The ARMY program was dropped in my spirit in 2008. As you will read in God’s NAVY program, I was involved in a very successful teen leadership program during my years as an employee of Boys & Girls Clubs. One of the things I noticed while working with that group of teens is the influence I had in some of their lives just by being there for them. That led to the vision of the ARMY and Gods NAVY programs. We have to find ways to reach our young people. Some of that can be done simply by spending time with them, mentoring them, which can help to offset the amount of time they spend with those the enemy sends to distract them.
As God began to show me this vision, He showed me how these programs can successfully help us to go out and win souls for the Lord, which will ultimately help our churches to grow. Each program will focus largely on witnessing, and studying the Word which will give participants confidence to approach unsaved family, friends, and strangers, to give them a word from the Lord. If successful, the program will allow for the young and old to go out together to witness and bring new souls into the church, “and the Lord can add to the church daily such as should be saved.” Act 2:47

Gods N.A.V.Y. – how to establish the NAVY program at your local church. 
What is the N.A.V.Y. Program?

The Gods N.A.V.Y. program is a program focused for our young people ages 10 – 17. N.A.V.Y. stands for Nation of Anointed and Victorious Youth. Our young people are definitely Gods Nation of Anointed and Victorious Youth. This program is designed to encourage our young people to prepare themselves for the battle they will endure being a young Christian. It will help them strengthen their spiritual lives by focusing on three main areas; witnessing, serving the church, and studying the Word of God. 
History and background. 

Gods NAVY is a program that God put on my heart in 2008. From 1999 until 2008 I was involved with a leadership program for teens with the Boys & Girls Clubs. From my work with these young people, I gained much insight and experience in working with and motivating teens. I wanted to take what I had learned at my job, and find a way to encourage and motivate the young people in the church. God led me to this idea, the NAVY Program. 

As I attended conference after conference, with up to 2500 young people gathered in one place and determined to be successful in life, I began to imagine how awesome this could be if we offered it to our young people in the church as well. God placed on my heart a desire to give our young people something that would be theirs, and allow them to grow and learn how to be young, bold and proud Christians. As I learned from my teen leadership program at the Boys & Girls Club, when you allow young people to get involved in something positive with a group of their like-minded peers, they will step up and begin to shine.

The Process for the ARMY and God’s NAVY programs.

Every Military branch has a leader selected to be the voice of direction for all of the soldiers enlisted in that branch. The ARMY program should be directed by the Pastor as he/she is the leader of that particular church. Every one who enlists in the ARMY program will enlist as a Private First Class. If you follow the guide on page 6, you will see the necessary requirements each member must achieve in order to move up in rank. The process works as follows:

Sergeant

Bring 2 people to church or mentor for 10 hrs & 2 bible book reports
Corporal

Bring 2 people to church or mentor for 5 hrs, & 1 bible book report
Assume a person is currently a Corporal. They have already completed the necessary tasks to get them to this point. According to the chart provided, the requirements listed on the same line as a rank, are what must be achieved before the next rank can be reached. So a Corporal must bring 2 people church or mentor with the young people in the church for at least 5 hours, and do a report on one of the books of the Bible. The people they invite do not have to join in order to move up, but they do have to show up. It is worth mentioning, that ideally you want to invite people who do not have a church home, so there is at least a chance of them being potential members. Once the Corporal has completed the requirements on that line, they will be promoted to the rank of Sergeant. If you notice in the example above, when you get to Sergeant, the requirements are a little different.
The reasons for the requirements chosen are pretty simple. At the end of the day it is all promoting spiritual, church and kingdom growth. For instance, a person who is a member of the ARMY program, who has made it to the rank of Lieutenant General, will have achieved the following:


They will have read and written a small report on all 66 books of the bible

They will have invited a minimum of 29 people to the church


And they will have spent a minimum of 250 hours mentoring the young people in the 
church

Can you imagine what your church could possibly look like if you have five people who reach that level? That would be five bible scholars who have invited at least 145 people to church, and spent 1250 hours working with your youth. Not to mention all the people who will have been invited to your church through the God’s NAVY program. We have to build the Army of God, and it is my prayer that this program will help Christ Holy Sanctified Church do just that. 
When a young person graduates from the Navy to the Army at the age of 18, they will start at a selected related level. That level will be as follows:
